When you have completed the training you can run the Flower 125 Health Programme in your school.  You are able to access funding that will help you to run the programme e.g. to pay for fruit, small tangible rewards, a visit from an aromatherapist and/or yoga practitioner and to pay for an end of programme celebration.

Please note the process for accessing funding is as follows:

· You are entitled to £200.00 per group up to a maximum of £600 per year (3 groups)

· When you have completed one cycle of the programme fill in the funding/evaluation form (FP125) in this pack (also available on the website www.flower125.org.uk and return it to Julie Roberts at the address on the form.
· We advise you to set up a Flower 125 Health Programme budget line with the person responsible for finance at your school.  You will need to ask them send an invoice to the following address:

· Please note that the number on the invoice should be inserted on the funding form so that claims can be tracked.

· Money will be sent directly to your school and you should receive it within 30 days of sending in the invoice.
