· The resources to promote the programme are ready to send out to you.  You will receive 4 laminated A3 posters, leaflets for professional and 250 credit-card sized information cards.
· We have summarised the feedback you gave us at the briefings and have sent this to the Department of Health.  Because we are one of the first cities to have launched the programme your comments will be the ones that will affect the changes to the programme. Thankyou.
· The database of local information and support agencies has also been sent to the Department of Health and this information will be available on the website in the next couple of months. This information comes from the Ask Sid website (www.asksid.net). Young people using the website in Sheffield will then be signposted to the local information when they access information at the end of the questionnaire in the top tips.  
· The £500 to help you promote the programme in your school will be sent to you at the beginning of the next financial year.  We will be contacting your bursar/budget manager to ask them to set up a budget line to receive this.  You may have done this already. You will also be receiving upto £100 to pay the cover costs for you attending the briefing.
· The IT manager in your school will be contacted shortly to tell them about Teen LifeCheck.  We have produced a file that can be used as desktop background and we are asking that they put this onto your school computer system for a minimum of 2 weeks at the beginning of April.  We will tell them who the Teen LifeCheck Co-ordinator (you!) is so they may get in touch with you about the programme.
· We are very excited about the mobile phone message that has now been produced.  We would like the opportunity to introduce this to a group of young people as well as talking them through the website.  Please get in touch with us so that we can come into your school to work with the group.
· Just to remind you that we will be asking you to complete a monitoring form telling us about how you have promoted the programme in your school, spent the £500, and monitored the use of the website.
